Words from Worship Ministry: 
The Church teaches that the transformation into the Body and 

Blood of Christ is taking place ―below the surface‖— that is, in 

the ―substance‖ of the bread and wine.  What can be seen, tasted, 

touched, and smelled is indeed the same as the bread and wine.  

But there has been a real change that requires faith to accept. 

 

In brief, we Catholics believe that, at their deepest reality, but not 

in physical characteristics, the bread and wine become the Body 

and Blood of Christ when they are consecrated at the Eucharist.  

After consecration, they are no longer bread and wine: They are 

the Body and Blood of Jesus.  ―As St. Thomas Aquinas observed, 

Christ is not quoted as saying, ‗This bread is my body,‘ but ‗This 

is my body.‖
