His initiative seeks to continually
foster the Church’'s love of Sacred Scripture while strengthening its
efforts in catechesis and evangelization. In our life of faith, there are

many opportunities that connect and immerse us in the message of
Sacred Scripture. By focusing on the role of the Word of God in prayer, = =

catechesis, and liturgy we allow “the word of Christ to dwell in us richly” (Col. 3:16), not just on Sunday
but in every moment of life.

Let us joyfully celebrate “Word of God Sunday” this weekend never forgetting the powerful
presence of Sacred Scripture in our lives.
