This verse from the Gospel of Matthew, read today as we bless our palms, opens for us our celebration of
Holy Week. Our Lenten season ends in the coming days as we celebrate Palm Sunday today. It has been said that
“human life is like a great way of the cross. We do not have to be in Church to go through the different stations. This
way of the Cross is everywhere, and we travel it every day, in spite of ourselves and without being aware of it.”
Today we recall the “Echoes of Calvary,” the journey of Jesus’s suffering and death.
